The Product: (100 points)
Must be on ½ of a poster board.  Cut the board on the short side.

· A “Wanted” poster for your species. You must include:

· Name: Also known as scientific name/common name/ “criminal name” 
10 points
· Picture: A drawing or photograph (color would be nice) 
10 points
· Identifying Characteristics: Key features to look for when identifying the criminal 
10 points
· Last Seen: Where did the species originally come from? Include map 
10 points
· Suspected Hideouts: Include a map of the U.S. with its current distribution shaded; description of preferred habitat 
10 points
· Crimes Committed: By your species (crimes must be specific to your species and not general to all invasive species) 
10 points
· Reward: For elimination of your species (think ecologically, economically, 
socially, politically- again, be specific for your species) 
10 points
· Color, neatness, and creativity 
10 points
· Bibliography – List of internet sites/ web addresses OR appropriate bibliographic information in the correct MLA format. Attach this to the back of your poster.
10 points
· Presentation – You will share the information on your species with the class in a brief oral presentation (2-3 minutes)
